3.3. Network settings

On this page, users can set the network-dependent parameters of the CPE: Mode selecting, Ethernet settings,

WAN settings, Wireless connect and other options.
3.3.1. Mode selecting

There are 2 modes that can be selected: Router mode and AP mode.

Router mode: In this mode, the WAN port supports DHCP client, static IP, PPPoOE. For LAN port, it supports
DHCP service to assign IP addresses to terminal network devices.

AP mode: In this mode, WAN and LAN are bridged together, and DHCP service is turned off. If users need
connect to Internet via cellular, the CPE should work in ROUTER mode. The CPE need connect to other router or AC
to get access to the Internet.

Note: If users need to log into the web page of U200, set the PC to static IP such as 192.168.1.101. The IP

should be on the same network segment as the AP device.
